Social Truancy in secondary schools in the Košice region and its prevention
Abstract:

Introduction: Truancy is a widespread behavioural problem that negatively affects a student's overall development and has a negative impact on his/her environment. There are many different forms of truancy that arise for different reasons, and it is important to identify these reasons in order to find effective solutions to manage or eliminate the problem. This thesis deals with the characteristics and theoretical analysis of truancy, its causes, motivations, consequences and finding ways to prevent or eliminate the phenomenon.

Research Set and Methodology: As part of the research, we organized meetings with 15 school representatives from the Košice region, including school psychology experts, pedagogical counselors, principals and classroom teachers, who had various roles, including counseling. The main method of information gathering was guided interviews, which were conducted individually and were subsequently recorded. Although we met each representative in person, some provided their responses in writing.

Results: Absenteeism was found to be a common occurrence in most 10z15 schools, with varying consequences. There is no uniform approach or apparent gender differences in relation to this problem. Often children from vulnerable social groups or children with disabilities are the cause of this behaviour. This phenomenon often leads to poor school performance, exclusion from peer groups or ignorance of classmates. Addressing cases of pupil absenteeism at the level of individual schools will be a priority. Most schools have preventative measures in place and often work with local child protection agencies such as CPPaP (Centre for Educational and Psychological Counselling and Prevention) to provide support to each other.

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Social responsibility of political actors
Abstract:
The article analyzes the social responsibility of political actors from the perspective of a systems approach. The problem of social responsibility of political actors is relevant both from the point of view of modern society and future generations. The article presents the criteria of social responsibility of a political actor within the political process and defines its levels of development from the position of the degree of activity and influence of a political actor on the social system and its elements. The identified patterns of formation of social responsibility made it possible to establish indicators of social accounting of the consequences of actions of political actors for the social system. The article pays special attention to the social responsibility of people acting as political actors, who exist in the social system and are realized in it through political activity, emphasizing the importance of balancing the public and personal interests of political actors.

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The application of restorative justice in higher education probation and mediation work
Abstract:

Nowadays, a probation worker , mediator, or probation and mediation official (PMO) play a pivotal and demanding role in our society. It is essential that they possess a comprehensive knowledge base, including social work, criminology, psychology, criminal law, crime prevention, victimology, and sociology. Their professional approach should ensure that their work yields the desired results in civil mediation, probation supervision, or criminal mediation. The primary goal in establishing probation and mediation work within the judiciary was to actively contribute to the implementation of criminal policy within the context of restorative justice, thereby reducing the number of individuals serving prison sentences. Restorative justice, as facilitated through probation work, also safeguards the rights and entitlements of crime victims and plays a significant role in promoting a fair and just society.

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Parental autonomy and agreement on the regulation of contact with minors in the Slovak Republic
Abstract:
The divorce or separation of parents poses a number of challenges for both parents and children, who have to cope with the end of living together in the same household. Although the parental agreement is generally considered to be the first option for regulating the relationship between parents, Slovak legislation is inconsistent in this area. It limits parental autonomy not only in terms of assessing whether the parents' agreement is in the best interests of the child, but in practice often also in terms of its enforceability, which is assessed by judges at their discretion. Although this approach can be applied to a number of areas where the parents have to agree (e.g. maintenance), the problem is most acute when it comes to regulating the non-resident parent's contact with the child (contact arrangements). The article focuses in particular on a specific procedural institution introduced in Slovak law as of 1 January 2024, namely the informative meeting of parents with a higher court official – a coordinator, where agreements on the modification of access are the subject of this meetings.

Abstract:
Conflict is inherent in human life. Humans have always experienced conflicts and have developed mechanisms to prevent or resolve them. In Bwa country or in Bwamu, a territory straddling Burkina Faso and Mali, conflicts are also legion. This non-centralized power society, made up of village communities, has endogenous mechanisms for conflict prevention and management, including mediation, often managed by very specific actors, including blacksmiths. These caste men, who owe their functions to the Kurukan Fuga charter, are important actors in the implementation of these mechanisms for living together and social cohesion in the Bwamu. 

The objective of this paper is to understand the exact role played by the blacksmith, the man of the forge in the process of conflict prevention and management in Bwa country through mediation. 

Thus, it will first allow a knowledge of the caste system among the Bwaba. Then review the various endogenous mechanisms for conflict resolution available to the Bwamu. Finally, to demonstrate the role of the blacksmith (mediator) in the implementation of these endogenous mechanisms.
